Saratoga Homework Policy

Our parent council meets every two weeks and discusses educational issues at Saratoga.  We recently revised our homework policy and would like to share it with all our parents.
“At Saratoga, homework is an extension of the school day, which reinforces the practice of learned skills such as academic concepts, organization and responsibility while encouraging the students to prioritize tasks that need to be accomplished.  Homework is a touch point for parents to see if their child understands the concepts being taught at school.  Reading at home is a valuable tool that reinforces all academic areas, and is considered part of the students’ homework responsibilities.  Our student/parent/school compact states that students should read or be read to twenty minutes a day.

Teachers will provide assignments covering the skills that were taught during the school day.  Parents will provide an appropriate environment and establish a routine for homework completion and review.  Students will assume the responsibility for completing and returning the assignments, which may include missed work.

Homework will be sent home weekly with the assignments taking up to 10 minutes per grade.  Each teacher may adjust homework frequency according to students’ grade level, ability and need.  At the Preschool level, a “Family Portfolio” will be completed by each family and returned to school when requested.  Homework grades will not be averaged in to the subject grade on the report card.  For all students, comments may be made in the Social Skills section of the report card regarding homework.  For Intermediate Grades (3rd, 4th, 5th) homework scores may affect the Work/Study Habits grade under the contents area of the report card.  At the beginning of the students’ school year at Saratoga, teachers will communicate to parents their classroom homework policy regarding correction and return of homework.”
